New Enrollment Procedure


From now on please mail new child enrollment forms as soon as they are filled out.  Check the forms for accuracy of information and the parent signature and mail to SHDS when completed.   





 ATTENTION  C-K Kids Users!


 


You will soon see several very exciting changes related to your child information in C-K Kids. 





         When enrolling a new child, there is a New Child Wizard.  


o        At the end of the New Child Wizard, you are prompted to print the child enrollment form and give to your parents for their signature.  You will then send the signed form to the food program office as the official child enrollment form.  These will now replace the orange scanned bubble enrollment forms and infant formula form.


o        You can also print a blank enrollment form for your parents to fill out and you can use to enter into C-K Kids. 


o        After a child is added in C-K Kids, you have complete access to this child including meal counts, attendance, etc.  The child’s claim will not be approved unless a signed child enrollment form has been received in the office at the time of claim processing.


o        The child will have a “pending” status until the signed child enrollment form is received and approved.  At that time, the status will automatically change to “active/enrolled”.  


         Some of your child information may have changed.   We are updating your C-K Kids account to match what we have on record for each child.  The changes should be minimal.  


         Miscellaneous changes include:


o        View your claim and payment information within C-K Kids.  You can see all past claim months and can click on any month to see the claim details including a copy of the Claim Summary & Error Letter.  You can also print a tax report with a summary of food program income for the year.


o        The child number field no longer exists.


o        The “Hours” tab, now says “Schedule” and this screen includes an area called “participating meals” for that child.  There is also the option to select “days & times vary”.  At the bottom of this screen is where school information is recorded for the child.  


A new tab called “Special” is used for recording infant formula/food. 


You can now record your split shift in the Meal Count section.

Pasta Wreath Photo Frame


Once you've made a Pasta wreath photo frame, you'll never look at macaroni, fusilli or bow-tie noodles the same way. Uncooked pasta has long been a crafter's best friend - find out why. 


What you'll need:


Poster board 


Scissors 


Hole punch 


Pencil 


Circle patterns 


Gold metallic spray paint 


Uncooked Pasta (a variety of fun shapes) 


Glue 


Photo 


Ribbon (optional) 


How to make it:


Draw a circle on the poster board about 4" in diameter (use a tin can, butter tub lid, etc. for a pattern). 


Draw a smaller circle in the middle of the first one - make it a size (opening) that will fit your photo. 


Cut out both circles to make a wreath shape. 


Use a hole puncher to make a hole for hanging. 


Glue on various pasta shapes (shells and bows work beautifully) to make a pattern on the wreath. 


Let dry overnight. 


Spray paint the ornament with gold metallic paint. 


Let dry completely. 


Add your name and date to the back of the picture. 


Glue or tape the photo onto the back of the ornament so that it will show in the center of the wreath. 


Attach a decorative ribbon if desired. 
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
