Civil Rights Procedure for the Child and Adult Care Food Program: 





Requirements:


Participating homes in this federal program are required to follow 


non-discriminatory practices in the admission of children to their 


facilities. Program benefits may not be denied to children on the basis of 


race, color, national origin, sex, age, or disability.





Procedures:


All civil rights complaints received must be made within six months from the alleged discrimination.  All complaints must include the following 


information:


  -   The name, address, and telephone number of the complainant


  -   A signature of the complainant


  -   The basis on which the person believes the discrimination occurred, 


i.e., race, color, etc.


  -   A brief description of the way in which the discrimination occurred


  -   The name and address of the facility, provider, or program worker that 


did the alleged discrimination


  -   The date or dates on which the discriminatory incident occurred.


  


   All persons seeking redress against discrimination must be notified of 


these criteria at the time a charge is made against the agency, a facility 


or a provider.  Upon receipt of a charge of discrimination, the President of 


the agency will review the charge, and take actions consisting of the 


following:


  -   Give written acknowledgement to the complainant of receipt of the 


charge


  -   Give immediate notification of such charge to the Texas Department of 


Agriculture; and/or the U.S. Secretary of Agriculture


  -   Take appropriate measures upon the advice of TDA to correct the 


complaint within sixty days of such recommendation


  -   Provide the person making the charge with a written response once a 


determination of the charge's validity has been established, and state the corrective action taken or to be taken.

Little Christmas Thimble Cakes��1 cup butter�2 cup unsifted enriched flour�1 cup confectioners' sugar, preferably sifted�2 egg, separated�½ teaspoon salt�1 teaspoon vanilla�1½  cup finely chopped pecans�Jams, jellies, marmalade . . . . . . .��Cream the butter and sugar; add the egg yolk and vanilla, then the flour and salt. (Put the egg white in a little dish for dipping, later.)


�Mix it well. If it's hard to handle, chill it. Then shape it into ¾ -inch balls, dip them in the egg white, and roll them in the chopped nuts.��Now we come to the thimble part:�Put the balls on an ungreased baking sheet and, with a thimble, poke a little crater on each.��Bake for five minutes at 350 degrees F. Then take them out and repoke them (the craters tend to level out) and bake them six minutes longer, till they're set. After they've cooled on racks, fill the centers with the jams, jellies and marmalades.
