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RE-ENROLLMENT PACKETS

Each provider should have received a re-enrollment packet in the mail.  A federal regulation states each year providers must re-enroll all children.  Failure to do this may result in non-payment of the kids that were not re-enrolled.

When you receive this packet, carefully review the child’s information and correct any mistakes or missing information. 227-1074 If you have a child that is no longer on the program, write “withdrawn” on the form.  Have the parents sign each form and mail them to us with your October claim.

Please do not postmark later than Nov. 3rd.  It is important this is done accurately and on time, so please call the office or your coordinator if you have any questions.
NOVEMBER PROVIDER SPOTLIGHT

NEW E-MAILS

NEW INFANT FORMULA FORM
Every provider who has an infant will be receiving a new Infant Formula Form.  You should be receiving this form by the end of November and we ask that you return it to us by the third of December, with your November claim.  This form is something we need back for our records, but it will also help you and your parents define the agreements you have about formula.  The form will have instructions with it, but please call us when you get it if it is unclear.
CN LABELS
Anytime you include something on your menus that is not homemade, you need to include a CN label.  These types of foods might include: pizza, chicken nuggets, ravioli, lasagna and fish sticks.  We do have CN labels for some products and you can request a list of those products from us.  If a food is homemade and you do not need to provide a CN label; make sure to write homemade, or (HM) on your menu.  By writing HM wherever you have served a homemade food, you make sure we know it is homemade and avoid a potential disallowance.
2007 PROVIDER CALENDARS

Don’t forget to mail in your order form for the 2007 Provider Record Keeping System Calendars; if you have not done so already.  The calendars are free of charge and feature great tools like monthly expense charts, payment logs, recipes and activities.  Please mail the form to the Austin office by December 1, 2006.  If you have any questions call us at the Austin office for help.

NEW ENROLLMENT FORMS
( If you are sending in the new enrollment forms that have a carbon copy attached – please keep the copy for your records!
Old enrollment forms will no longer be accepted.  Your old enrollment forms will be sent back to you with a new form to enroll the child.  Old enrollment forms do not have a place in the bottom right hand corner for you to bubble in the meals you serve to the children.
LICENSING ISSUES
A few of our providers have chosen to move from registered family homes to licensed homes.  If a provider becomes licensed and changes the ownership to a Limited Liability Corporation (LLC), we are not able to sponsor them.

The food program is not able to sponsor corporations, only individuals.  Make sure your license is registered in your name and not your corporation.  When applying with the state, you need to be sure it is licensed in your name and not a corporation.  The food program also is not able to sponsor centers or listed homes.

TRAINING REQUIREMENTS

( Make sure to get your training done early this year.  Each provider needs to attend one training workshop for the fiscal year, which has just started October 1, 2006.  Look at the upcoming workshops and plan on getting yours done early.  If you get it done now, you will not have to think about for an entire year!

Our newsletter gives you the opportunity to obtain 30 minutes of training for Child Care Licensing.  To receive these hours you must:
1.  Read the newsletter

2.  Answer the questions on the post-test

3.  Date and sign the certificate

4.  Keep a copy to document hours.

You do NOT need to send the certificate to Child Care Licensing or to our office.  Please keep it in your files for Licensing when they visit you.
