State Visits to Start in November


Beginning in November the Texas Department of Agriculture's Food and Nutrition Division may visit your home daycare.  Once every other year the FND audits all Sponsors of the Child and Adult Care Food Program.  Part of this process includes visiting randomly selected home childcare providers.   Remember to always ask for identification before allowing anyone to enter your home.  You do not need to do anything special for these visits; you simply need to show them your records the same way you would show your monitor when she visits.  Please be sure to keep your records up to date as you normally would and follow all the other guidelines of the food program.  Make sure you serve meals that meet the food program guidelines and to serve them at the meal times on your contract. 220-0113 


If you are serving convenience foods like chicken nuggets or fish sticks, make sure you can show the monitors from the FND a copy of the CN labels from the food’s packaging.  You can find a list of allowable foods with CN labels on our website, � HYPERLINK "http://www.swhuman.org" ��www.swhuman.org�.  It is under the “Forms” link.  You should also be familiar with and following the Civil Rights Policy which can be found in your handbook.  A civil rights complaint must be made within 6 months from the date it occurred.
