Withdrawing Children in Minute Menu


We have changed the method for you to report your withdrawn children.  Because Minute Menu Kids is now linked to our database in the office, you no longer need to list withdrawn children in the Claim Notes tab of Minute Menu Kids.  Using Minute Menu Kids, you can withdraw them from your computer without listing them in Claim Notes.





To withdraw a child from your care in MMKids:


1.  Go to the Child Information tab in MMKids.


2.  Select the child to be withdrawn from the drop-down list of children currently enrolled by clicking the child’s name


3.  Once you have selected the child, use the Withdraw function (red X symbol) at the top of the Child Information screen in the Tool Bar to withdraw the child.  


4.  Enter the date the child was withdrawn.


5.  Use the Return function in the Tool Bar (green arrow) to save the change.





Please note that a pending child cannot be withdrawn by you.  If you have a pending child that you need withdrawn by us in the office, you may make a request in Claim Notes or call the Austin Office at
