New Features From CK-Kids:





SkyHill Software has created an automated video tour of C-K Kids! The video clicks through the major parts of the program and gives providers a 5 min. demonstration of how easy C-K Kids is and the great features it has. Recipe and Activity Database: A link has been added in C-K Kids that connects to a complete database of recipes and child activities created by Redleaf Press. You can access this database by going to Calendar Keeper and then clicking either Recipes or Activities for Children. The database has several search options you can use to find a recipe or activity. 


Print a Receipt: After you apply a payment to an invoice, the program will ask if you want to print a receipt. You can also print a receipt from the report section, which was always an option. 


The Day of the Week (Monday, Tuesday, etc) now prints on the Pre-planned Menu Report 


Parent Sign-in/Sign-out sheet: Under the Meal Count reports there is a new report that you can print for parents to sign-in and sign-out their children. 


Child Waiting List: We have added a new area to keep track of children on a waiting list. At the top of the Child Information screen is a new button that says Waiting. You can add waiting children and their information to this list. When you are ready to move the child from the waiting list to active, you simply click the button called Enroll This Child Now, which is located at the bottom right hand corner. 


Emergency Contact Report: This is a new report that lists emergency contact information for all children. 


View Paid Invoices: You can now view all paid invoices by clicking the Paid Invoices tab under Bill Parents and Record Payments in the Accounting section. 


Child Inactive Date: When marking a child as inactive, you now have the option to enter a date when the child was made inactive.  


Statement of Account & Statement of Payment reports: The providers name, facility name, address, phone number and tax ID are now printed at the top of these reports. There is also a place for the provider’s signature at the bottom of the report. 


Schedule C Report: When you record a Parent Subsidy in Other Income you will now see the name of the parent the subsidy payment was for on the Schedule C report. 


Mileage Expense: When recording expenses, there is now a checkbox at the bottom of the expense detail screen that says Also record vehicle mileage for this expense. If this is checked, when you click the record button, the mileage entry screen will display with the date and destination for the trip already filled in from the expense item that was just entered.  


Calendar: Activities can now be entered directly into the calendar screen found under the Calendar Keeper button. These entries will also be included when printing the calendar and will populate the Activities field for that day in Day Planner. 


Undelete a Child: There is now an Undelete Child feature in Child Information. If you want to undelete a child, that you had previously deleted, you would use the new Restore button in Child Information. 


School Age Reason Code: The following enhancement only applies to providers that work with a SkyHill Food Program sponsor. There is now an option where home school and kindergarten children only need to be checked once per month. If this feature is allowed by your sponsor, when claiming an a.m. snack or lunch for a home school or kindergartner child, you will only need to select the reason code for that specific child once during that calendar month vs. each day


Receipts: A comment section has been added to receipts. 








Claim Information Form Reminders:


The Claim Information Form (CIF) is taking the place of the Provider’s Monthly Summary.  This month you will get your CIF for September.  Hold on to the CIF and mail it with your September Claim.  Make note of any changes in enrollment, school holidays or child issues. (illnesses, allergies, etc) You can easily see on the CIF what numbers are available for enrolling children.  If you are on CK-Kids you can choose to mail the CIF each month or you can put the information in the “Claim Notes” section under the meal counts tab.
